Bill Simons tells of the
prison-like atmosphere with chilling candour, a
place where he was told his mother didn’t want
him, and where boys were warehoused and
identified only by numbers.

That’s a beautiful
thing because in this way no one is every truly
alone, they always have someone they can turn
to.

Rita Huggins was stolen from her country as a
child in the 1920s, and taken to what is now
Cherbourg Aboriginal Reserve. The Cherbourg
years were ones of imprisonment: ‘We had to
stay in one place now, while the white men
could roam free.” There was happiness, though,
in those years.

Rita Huggins had the desire to make
something better for herself, her family, and
Aboriginal people. Rita Huggins told her
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memories, including the days of activism in the
1960s, to her daughter Jackie. We witness their
intimacy, their similarities and their differences,
the ‘fighting with their tongues’. Two voices,
two views on a shared life.

Claire Henty-Gebert was probably born in the
mid-1920s near Frew River station about 400
km northeast of Alice Springs, in Kaytetye and
Alyawarra country. She was the child of white
settler Harry Henty, and Ruby Ngwarie, an
Alyawarra woman. Separated from her mother
at three or four years of age, she was taken to
the Bungalow in Alice Springs. She never saw
her mother again.

Moved in 1941 to Croker Island as northern
Australia prepared for Japanese attack, the
children were moved again in 1942 in a
remarkable exodus south — by boat, on foot, by
canoe, truck and train.

Claire returned to Croker Island after
the war, and later moved to Darwin. Claire’s
story has been pieced together from primary
documentary sources, traditional stories
from her mother’s country, and from shared
memories with friends and family.
