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Local Indigenous talent to shine at NAIDOC gig 
 

Canberrans are invited to a showcase concert of some of the region’s best Indigenous performers at a 
free, Smokefree event for all the family at Acton Peninsula this Saturday. 
  
Hosted by the Australian Institute of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Studies (AIATSIS) with the 
National Museum of Australia, NAIDOC on the Peninsula has become one of Canberra’s major events 
celebrating NAIDOC Week.

The AIATSIS forecourt will boast a bustling marketplace displaying over 30 market stalls with an 
emphasis on Indigenous arts, crafts and services as well as sausage sizzles supporting local youth 
charities. Performing artists on the main stage include Dale Huddleston and the Riverbank Band, Lexine 
Solomon’s Band, MC Battleshipp and Johnny Huckle.  

At the National Museum of Australia, families and children’s activities include storytelling with Larry 
Brandy, dancing with the Wiradjuri Echoes, arts and crafts activities with local artists, a photographic 
exhibition and the much anticipated annual didjeridu competition. 
 
NAIDOC on the Peninsula takes place between 11am and 3pm this Saturday 11 July at Lawson 
Crescent, Acton Peninsula. People are urged to bring wet weather gear if it is raining. A free bus will run 
from the Civic Bus Interchange to the event half-hourly through the day and additional parking and shuttle 
service will run from the car park near Commonwealth Avenue Bridge.
